Monday of each month, unless otherwise necessary to reschedule, at the Oakland-Craig Secondary 
Building.  Notice of each regular meeting and special meetings shall be given in the Oakland 
Independent in the issue published the week before the meeting is to be held or given by written notice 
posted in four conspicuous public locations in the school district.  Special emergency meetings may be 
held as prescribed by the Nebraska State Public meeting laws.  The Superintendent shall keep an 
agenda continuously current and be available for public inspection in the office of the superintendent 
of schools.  Such agenda shall be published and available in the superintendent’s office on or before 
the Friday preceding the meeting.  This agenda may be reviewed prior to the board meeting with 
approval of the board of education.  The board shall have the right to modify the agenda to include 
items of an emergency nature only at the board meetings.

Karla Shelley and Nancy Wonka are involved 
with Dibbles Training.   On January 24th, Mark Rexroad and Teresa Rogers presented our Math 
Portfolio for assessment, which were rated very good.    The Spelling Bee will be held on 
February 19th.     
 
 Secondary Principal Mike Apple reported a student teacher, Brooke Thone, is currently 
working in the Business Department with Mrs. Kreikemeier.   Accelerated Senior Math will be 
going to UNL to observe classes, with Mr. Rexroad sponsoring the activity.  Kylie Penke is 
conducting a CSI unit with Biology students.
